Next Board Meeting
In the last meeting, a motion was passed to have board meetings bi-monthly.  The next meeting is scheduled for Wednesday, November 21st at 7pm at Volunteer Park (SW corner of Sunrise Blvd & 118 Ave). All homeowners are invited. 
Community Update
The messages posted on the Yahoo forum were heard regarding the landscaping.  Please welcome Native Sun as our new landscaping company.  
The sprinkler system has been repaired, which will help with the brown grass and landscaping.   South Florida is still under water restrictions.  How does this affect Quatraine III?    A little info about our sprinkler system may explain a few things.

The irrigation system is a single, continuous loop with 3 pumps. Each pump controls 15-16 zones and cannot be run simultaneously. The water restrictions on multi-dwelling complexes of greater than 5 acres state we can only water twice a week from 12:01 AM to 8:00 AM on Wednesdays, Thursdays, Saturdays or Sundays.

Because of the loop system, in order to get as many zones done in the allotted 8 hours, each zone is run for only 20 minutes. That's 3 zones in an hour to do a total  of 24 zones, meaning we can only get half the community watered on one day, and the other half done on the other day, effectively watering once a week for 20 minutes.  
Future Projects
Sidewalk pressure cleaning and tree trimming is scheduled to take place in November.    Trees in the back yard are your responsibility.  A notice will be sent to homeowners with info on the tree trimming company and a number to call.   Homeowners may hire the tree trimmers at their own expense.    
A bid to paint the exterior of the fences was approved.  This is only for the fences that have not been painted yet.  Look for any brown fences to be painted white along the roadways and common areas.
Due to new laws regarding handicap spaces, the idea to seal coat the roadways is tabled until more information can be obtained.    If the community is seal coated, handicapped spaces would be required, taking away spaces from guest spots.  The board is researching how many handicapped spaces are required.   Individual driveways are the homeowners’ responsibility.  You may seal coat your own driveway.    The board is looking to hire a company to re-stripe the lines of the roadways and repaint the curb stops.  

Community Concerns 

Cars are not allowed to park around the cul-de-sac circles.  They block other cars and the garbage truck from getting through.  Please park in guest spots in other cul-de-sacs, even if that means walking farther.  

A homeowner at the previous meeting asked why the fence in his back yard can’t be a certain type and height, when the fences in Quatraine IV are six feet tall.   The board of Quatraine IV voted for six foot fences, the board of Quatraine III did not and our fence height is 5 feet.   The exact law about the fence height and type is found in the by-laws:

8.        Fences.  No fence, wall or other structure shall be erected upon any portion of the PROPERTY, except as originally installed by Developer, if any, and except any approved by the Architectural Control Committee in accordance with Article V of this Declaration of Covenants and Restrictions, and in accordance with applicable laws, rules, ordinances and regulations of the City of Plantation.

Please keep this in mind in case you need to replace your damaged fence in the future.  
Pooper Scooping:    In previous news letters, the board has always reminded pet owners to clean up after their dogs.  One purpose of the trash containers next to the mail boxes is to deposit pooper scooper bags.  Please take junk mail home and recycle it so the trash containers won’t over flow.  Do not leave junk mail on top of the mail boxes as the wind blows it off and makes a mess.  Please do not stuff the garbage containers with large objects as this makes it difficult for the maintenance man to empty them.    At the previous meeting, a homeowner brought information about Broward County laws involving animal control.  
Sec. 4-8. Permitting Animal to Commit a Nuisance.
(a) It shall be a violation of this section for any person who owns or harbors any Animal to permit said Animal to defecate upon:

(1) The sidewalk of any public street; or
(2) Any public park or beach, or school ground, other than in areas designated for that purpose; or
(3) Any private property not belonging to the owner of the Animal unless said person makes an immediate effort to remove any feces deposited by the Animal;
(4) Any swale or street right-of-way serving to convey storm water to a canal, lake, or other receiving water; unless said person makes an immediate effort to remove any feces deposited by the Animal
It is also against the law to allow an Animal to habitually bark, howl, or whine; damage the property of another person; or maintain an Animal in unsanitary conditions that causes offensive odors, is dangerous to the Animal or to the public health.

QIII Documents

If you did not receive or have misplaced your QIII Association documents, a copy is available from Brock Management for $50.  When you purchased your home you agreed to abide by the by-laws of Quatraine at Jacaranda III, so every homeowner should have a copy of these important documents. For new homeowners, if your title company failed to provide you with a copy of the QIII Documents as part of your estoppel package please contact Brock Mgmt.

Recycling – Use Clear Recycle Bags.   Please do not put trash in recycle bags, they will not be collected.

Bulk Pick–up

Bulk pickup always happens on a Saturday.  Future bulk pickup dates are October 13th, November 10th, and December 8th.   Bulk Pick-up only occurs once a month so please do not place these items out with your regular garbage.
