Quatraine III Rules and Regulations

Effective March 1, 2022
AMF (Architectural Modification Request Form) – Sample attached – Allow 30 days for approval.
Approval by Board required prior to start of ANY alterations, improvements, additions, or changes to exterior of home or fencing.  Examples include, and AMF is necessary, for the following:
· Structures (defined as a building or storage shed capable of sheltering people, materials, equipment, etc). Any structures erected in the back yard cannot be visible from the front of house or road.
· Painting the outside of your home (specify color).  Approved colors are posted on Notice Board at Pool entrance and are listed below.  Porch/steps white, or color of house.  No more than 2 adjacent homes can be same color.
· Fence replacement (over 15 feet).  Approved style for gate and fence is five (5) feet tall wooden shadow box with dog eared pickets.  Vinyl shadow box with dog eared pickets fence is permitted in back yard areas that are not visible from the roads in Quatraine III. Six (6) foot fences are prohibited.
· Roofs – Replacement: An AMF and a City permit.  Repair (replace broken roof tiles):  AMF only.  Approved tiles:  Eagle (BelAir Light Gray or Royal Palm); Crown (Windsor Slate Silverado); Boral (Saxony 900 Slate Natural Gray or Sterling-Okeechobee), 
· Front door replacement (6 or 8 panel or half moon glass at top; 3 Lite or 6 Lite Classic Craftsman; ¼ or ½ plain glass with or without grids); White; Garage door – white or color of house
· Awnings (folds against house – matches house color).  Free standing not allowed.
· Hurricane shutters, gutters, pavers or concrete patio
If you hire a contractor for any exterior work, submit an AMF plus copy of the following:  contract, contractor’s License and insurance certificate.   The insurance certificate must be in the name of Quatraine Three HOA with the address FYVE Property Management, 5100 West Copans Rd, Suite 100, Margate FL 33063
· No wall or window air condition units are permitted.
· Basketball hoops are allowed in driveway . Store next to house when not in use.  Homeowner should not park vehicles around circle or in guest parking when basketball hoops are being used.
· Children’s toys and bicycles are to be stored out of site when not in use.
· No homeowner/family member/guest shall give orders or instructions to Association employees or contractors.
· The homeowner/lessee is responsible for any damage to any property caused by a homeowner/lessee or family members/friends/service personnel.
· No planting by homeowners allowed in 10’ easement around lake between QIII and QIV.  The property lines for Homeowners around the lake between QIII and QIV go to the lake; therefore, the homeowners are responsible for cutting the grass behind their homes down to the lake.
· No signs or flags (i.e. For Sale, For Rent, Political) permitted; team flags game day ONLY; U.S flag always permitted.
· No guns or weapons (BB guns, slingshots, pellet guns also included) may be discharged on any portion of the HOA property except in an emergency as outlined in the laws for the State of Florida
· No person shall make or permit excessive noises (including barking dogs), engage in loud activities that disturb other residents, or engage in disorderly, profane, indecent, or unlawful conduct.

· No solicitation is permitted by any person anywhere in or about the HOA property.

· Home business is permissible as long as it does not cause any additional outside traffic.
· Parking – Parking in areas other than driveways and designated areas is prohibited.  If you park in prohibited areas, your car may be towed.  Recreational vehicles (boats, jet skis, or trailers) are prohibited in driveway, on road, or guest parking space.  Motorcycles and motorized scooters must be in garage, driveway, or guest parking space.  Any vehicle not drivable and/or expired license in guest parking space will be towed.  No major repairs to vehicles on property.  Commercial vehicles parked overnight (between 9:00 pm and 7:00 am), whether in driveway or guest parking space, MUST have lettering covered, or the vehicle will be towed. 
· Garbage – All trash cans must be stored out of sight.  Trash should be put out no earlier than the evening before pickup.  BULK Trash should be put out no earlier than 2 days prior to scheduled pickup.
· Pets – DO NOT LEAVE YOUR BARKING DOGS OUTSIDE…respect your neighbors.  All dogs must be on leash when outdoors.  Owners must clean up any animal waste.  No pets may be kept, bred or maintained for commercial purpose.  No pets in recreational facilities. Pet owners shall be strictly responsible for all liability or damages to persons, other pets, or property caused by their pet.  The Board has the right to remove any pet that is vicious or a threat to the community.
· Hurricane Preparations:  Remove or secure all furniture, plants and other moveable objects from the exterior of the home and patio area.  If you are not going to be at home, furnish Management Company (see contact information on sample AMF attached) with contact information of person to care for home in case of damage.  Homeowner failing to prepare can be held responsible for any damage to other property, including common areas. For safety reasons, hurricane shutters must come down or be opened within 72 hours after the storm.

· Swimming pool – USE POOL AT YOUR OWN RISK – Pool Closed from 9:00 PM to 6:00 AM
· Pool is for residents and their guests only (maximum of 10 persons per address).  No outside guests unless accompanied by resident.
· PROHIBITED: PERSONAL/PRIVATE POOL PARTIES,  Loud music/noise, BBQ grills, electrical cooking appliances, alcohol, glass of any type, diving in pool, oversize flotation devices larger than child size inner tube or noodle (exception - swimming aids), food. (snacks permitted).
· If a resident violates the “no private/personal party” rule and has a get together/party with over 10 family/guests and has food and/or alcohol, and/or blowup and/or oversize flotation devices, the Board has the authority to close down the party.  The Association is not be liable for accidents. 
· Pool area is under 24 hour camera surveillance. Violations resulting in damages will be turned over to the attorney and homeowner will be responsible for attorney’s fees and a minimum charge of $250 per incident.  Any criminal activity will be turned over to the Plantation Police Department for prosecution. 
·  Put all garbage in trash containers.

· Proper swimming attire for all; infants/toddlers must use swim diaper

· If using suntan oil/lotion, cover chair/lounge with towel to prevent discoloration of furniture.

· Children under age 12 are not permitted unless accompanied by an adult.
· NO PARKING IN FRONT OF POOL ALONG ROAD
Home Paint: approved color schemes:  Sherwin Williams Colors: Uncertain Gray 6234, Jogging Path 7638, Requisite Gray 7023, Classic Sand 0056, Smoky Beige 9087, Downing Sand 2822; Benjamin Moore Colors: Montgomery White HC33, Winter Solstice 1605, Shabby Chic 1018, Acanthus Green 472, Terra Bella Cortez AF195, Brandy Cream OC4, Intense White OC51.  
House Trim: Super White PM1.  Brick Trim: Rustic Brick (2091-20) or Super White or same color of house.

Violations – If you receive a Violation Letter from the Property Manager, you have 30 days to correct the violation.  If you have not corrected the violation after 90 days, you may be turned over the attorney.  If there is a reason you cannot correct the violation in the specified time, contact the Property Manager and ask for an extension of time to correct the violation.

The HOA will maintain common areas and cut grass and trim bushes in the front yards for the homeowners.  Also, tree trimming over roads, palm pruning in common areas, and painting of fences facing roads and canals on an “as needed” basis.  All other maintenance is the responsibility of the homeowner, including tree trimming on property in front and back yard and removal of trees if permitted by the City of Plantation. 
If the tree is on your property, you are responsible for it.  If a neighbor’s tree hangs over your property, you can trim it back to your property line.
